ÅHe denied Jesus is Christ, but Christ came on Jesus. 
 

ÅAn inferior emanation of The God created matter.

ÅA group of poor Jews opposing apostolic Christianity. 
 

ÅBelieved Jesus was the Messiah (Christ) but not God. 
 

ÅRequired continuation of the Jewish laws and rituals. 
 

ÅThey counted Paul an apostate for rejecting the Law. 
 

ÅThey practiced asceticism and poverty like Essenes.

ÅDenied literal, physical history of Jesus with a body.

ÅThey claimed their doctrine in the gospel of Peter. 
 

ÅTheir heresy came from confusion about John 1:14. 
 

ÅNote the Satanic efforts to deny Jesus various ways.

ÅDenied trinity of three distinct persons in one God. 
 

ÅBelieved that Father, Son, Holy Ghost were modes. 
 

ÅThus, it is called Sabellianism or Modalism (modes). 
 

ÅThe three titles are only offices or faces of God. 
 

ÅThese heretics baptized in the name of Jesus only.

ÅHe was a theological speculator from Alexandria. 
 

ÅHe had so many heresies even RCC did not canonize. 
 

ÅHe held pre-existence of souls and salvation of devil. 
 

ÅBy Eusebius, many believe he cut himself a eunuch. 
 

ÅHis own doctrine of God and Christ was damnable.

ÅState church council called by Constantine in Turkey. 
 

ÅThey resolved the Christ issue, wrote the first part of 
the creed, settled Easter date, and early canon law. 
 

ÅArius consistently held a begotten God as a creature.

ÅArius is first JW heretic, and all others Nicene heretics.

ÅJames Wells (1803-72) led the incarnate sonship voice.
